Teacher Education and Professional Development

The Fukui Roundtable is held semi-annually in February and June. The Roundtable consists of six zones (A, B, C, D, E,
F). Zone D International provides a platform for collaborative learning on practices and future prospects for teacher education
reform inside and outside Japan.

The University of Fukui has been accepting a large number of foreign students who are engaged in teacher education
through collaborative learning and has been maintaining its ties with the past foreign students by inviting them to the
Roundtable to share their previous and current practices with practitioners from different countries. Moreover, since 2021, as
part of its global development, the University of Fukui has been focusing on the Nalikule College of Education and its
demonstration school in the Republic of Malawi and following the process of their reflective lesson study. We will
continuously be looking forward to more collaborative co-inquiry learning between teachers from different countries to
develop new learning methods for better education for children.

This Zone will consist of two sessions; Symposium and “Roundtable.” In the symposium, the symposiasts will discuss the
proposed approaches, results, and challenges in their contexts. In the “Roundtable,” educators from various countries will
share their practice and learn from each other in small group discussions. We hope that these examples will encourage you to
